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My Paper - MLA

This is how my paper should look when I type my information down in this section.  You need to have two full pages of the report and one page of Works Cited.  Make sure you have Format | Paragraph | Special set to First Line indenting and that you use Format | Paragraph | Line Spacing set to Double.  These set your paragraphs to first-line indented double-spacing automatically.  Make sure you use View | Header-Footer and set your Last Name Aligned Right with Page Numbers (except on first page).  

Notice how the second paragraph is automatically indented and that I never have to hit the Tab Key.  Be certain that on the first page you have Information on who you are, class name, professor’s name, and date of paper. Your topic title needs to be Aligned Center – do not use Tabs, Spaces, etc.   It is optional that you use footnotes in MLA reports.  If used, try using Format | Font | and Superscript and putting the footnote in the footer section of that page.  

MLA uses Works Cited – NOT Bibliography.  Works Cited go on a separate page.  You need to have two of these sources.  They need to be arranged in alphabetical order by author’s last name.  See the last page of this example for sample Works Cited.
